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OCCU recognized as top Oregon-SW Washington corporate donor

Eugene, Oregon – OCCU (Oregon Community Credit Union) has been recognized by the Portland Business Journal as a top philanthropic organization on its 2022 Corporate Philanthropy List. OCCU and OCCU Foundation collectively gave $684,000 in 2021 to partner with nonprofits making an impact with academic scholarships, community building, health initiatives and wildfire relief throughout Oregon and Washington.

“The funds that Hope Project received from the OCCU Foundation went right to work. With them, we built sheds and provided tools for the people who had lost their homes in the Holiday Farm Fire to begin to rebuild. Just seeing that small shed on their property was a small ray of hope that they would rebuild, they could make this their home again,” said Ken Brown of Project Hope, one of the organizations supported by OCCU Foundation’s philanthropic activities in 2021.

Philanthropy and community partnerships are just one pillar of OCCU’s commitment to working toward building happier and healthier communities. OCCU also contributed to the well-being and resilience of the communities it serves by saving its members an estimated $1.8 million through reducing or eliminating many of the fees typically charged by financial institutions; and by expanding its service area and actively encouraging employee volunteerism. “Even with continued COVID protocols and severely limited volunteer opportunities, the OCCU team still managed to support our nonprofit partners in 2021. Strong communities are the foundation of our future well-being — and when we invest in each other, everyone benefits,” said Heather Billings, OCCU chief marketing officer.
